Stops or plosives: a complete closure of the passage of air. The closure is then suddenly
removed. (p, b, t, d, k, g)

Fricatives: narrowing the two articulators and allowing the airstream to escape with friction.
Fricatives are continuants. (f,v, 0, 9, s, z, [, 3)

Affricates: a complete closure of the air passage of the blocked air is slow.

Nasals: in the production of nasal there is a closure only in the oral passage, while the nasal
